Who Is My Neighbor?

“And, behold, a certain law yer stood up, and tem pted him, 
saying, ‘Master, w hat shall I do to inherit eternal life’?”

He said unto him, ‘W hat is w ritten  in  the law? How readest 
thou’?

“And he answerng said, ‘Thou shalt love the  Lord thy  God 
w ith all thy  heart, and w ith aU thy  soul, and w ith  all th y  strength, 
and w ith all thy mind and thy  neighbour as thyself.’

“B ut he, willing to justify himself, said unto Jesus, ‘And who 
is my neighbour’?”

Wishing to m ake it appear tha t he was a righteous man, and 
that he was in the straight road, the law yer asked who his neighbour 
was, supposing tha t our Lord would at once answer, “Every Jew  is to 
be considered as such, and the Jew s only.” B ut our Lord as he 
tells the parable of the good Sam aritan shows tha t the acts of 
kindness which a m an is bound to perform to his neighbour when in 
distress as should perform  to any person, of w hatever class, “dorm ”, 
or society applying it to college) whom he finds in necessity. The 
word neighbour signifies one who is near. I t is evident th a t our 
Lord used the word neighbor in its plain sense. Therefore, any 
person whom you know, who dwells near by, or who passes near 
you, is your neighbour while w ithin your reach.

The good Sam aritan poured in oil and wine, medicine for fresh 
wounds. We should pour sympathy, understanding, or just a word 
of kindness into the hearts of those on our campus tha t feel home­
sick, out of place, or lonely. This parable should be an  aim  for 
each of us as Christian young people—to be a neighbour to our 
fellow-students. ^

Two apostles were leaving Jerusalem  and were on their way 
to Emmaus. Christ had been crucified and had risen. As they 
were walking along they were talking about the things which had 
happened to their Christ. Christ drew  himself into their midst 
and they knew  not th a t it was He. Later their eyes were opened 
and they knew Him and He vanished from their sight. “And they 
said one to another, ‘Did not our heart burn  w ithin us, while He 
talked w ith us by the way, and while He opened to us the Scrip­
tures!”

Using the story of the good Sam aritan as an example, we should 
strive to be neighbours and so let the love of God radiate round

Until Congress convenes again the first of the year, and 
perhaps longer, most Vet-students seem doomed to continue 
stretching the dollar, since the funds hove not been allotted for 
the proposed increase in G.I. subsistence. However, a  veteran 
enrolled under Public Law 16 with a  disability of 30 per cent 
or higher will receive an increase effective September 1st. He 
will receive $115 a  month if he has no dfependents, $135 if he has 
one dependent, and $20 for one child plus $15 for each addi­
tional child.

One word to the wise: Don't dig too deep in the old
sock, hoping to replenish with a  G.I. check on October 1st. 
The Veterans Administration advises student-veterans to be 
able to meet personal financial obligqtions for at least the first 
six .weeks of the fall term. Two reasons, they expain, are 
that a  veteran generally is not entitled to receive a  subsistence 

 ̂allowance until he has been  in training for 30 days, and that 
‘ all checks are normally mailed on the first of the month, making 
the first check come the first of November. Even then there 
is a  possibility of delay, because of the increased number of 
vets in training.

THEY’RE ENGAGED; WHEEE!

Among personalities responsible for m uch of international un­
rest and U. N. debate is Andrei Y. Vishinsky. I t  seems th a t the 
little mgn w ith the Russian accent likes the “fatherland” to the extent 
of urging his ways upon everyone else.

Early last week Vishinsky replied to the opinion of Secretary of 
State M arshall tha t the veto pow er needed to be revised on the basis 
of “abuse” by Russia by proclaiming tha t the U. S. was propagandiz­
ing for war, and tha t nine noted Americans were “W armongers.”

Meanwhile, French foreign m inisters Georges Bidault expressed 
the pessimistic view tha t there could be no unity  in  the U. N. 
organization, unless the two “big powers” could cometo agreem ent 
on the issue at hand.

Sensing the extrem e danger of “big power difference”, U. N. Sec­
retary-G eneral Trygve Lie “in  an extraordinary appeal called on 
the b itterly  quarreling big powers to bury the ir differences in  the 
interest of peace among the United Nations.”

To date the Veto Issue has been partially  smoothed over by 
the acknowledgment of the num erous sm aller U. N. rtlembers, that 
the U. S. position is correct. This was revealed late last week at 
Lake-Success, New York, when the assembly took test votes of 
opinion on the agenda items of Greece, Korea and the Veto.

Economic problems of the world have not yet been solved. 
Backing up her statem ent th a t she is “economically unstable”, 
Britian, last week started sale of her $80,000,000 “last-ditch” gold 
reserves. Accompanying this move by Britian, came pleas from 
France and Italy  for a billion in  relief, and a general European 
“squeeze” for nineteen billion under the M arshall Plan.

The only ray  of hope projected into this picture was expressed 
by W estern Europe when they pledged to have a program  of “self- 
help” ; provided the n in teen billion came through on the M arshall 
ticket.

Adding to their general imrest, “baby” India found her loyal 
“freedom loving” citizens enjoying their liberation from “B ritsh 
bondage” by mass m urder dem onstrations and rioting in the West 
and East Punjabs and Bhaw alpur state. The estim ated dead are 
200, 000.

President Trum an issued orders for the immediate installation 
of Jam es Forrestal as Secretary of Defense, and fqr “ —"a**'
ening of U. S. forces.

In conjunction w ith this move, the U. S. w arned Greece, 
Yugoslavia, and Bulgaria of their im pending danger of becoming 
“push-button” satellites of “the Communist dom inated fatherland.”

Not to be left out of he picture “Eleanor” Roosevelt will attem pt 
rebuttal of the th rust by A ndrei Vishinsky tha t there is “W armonger­
ing” in the U. S. She does this under recom m endation of Secretary 
of S tate Marshall.

Harold E. Stassen, Presidential candidate for ’48, disclosed 
that “The United Nations need to avert World W ar HI by recogniz­
ing the ‘basic clash of ideologies’ betw een the American and Russian 
systems and shifting its debate to the economic phase of world 
affairs.”

It seems as though the “W orld” is hunting for the “dove” 
and “olive branch” w ith a shot-gun instead of a cage.
