The most im portant item in the new s of the world is still the 
Russian bloc.

Last w eek Russia p a rad ed  her m ilitary m ight through Mos­
cow's Red S quare  in com m eoration of the Bolshevik revolution’s 
thirtieth ann iversary  am id renew ed  cries that "w arm ongers" 
a re  calling for a  cam paign  ag a in st the Soviet Union an d  
"m aking plans for a  new  im perialist w ar."

REDS WANT PEACE 
. O n the eve of the revolution's celebration, Molotov stated 
that Russia is intent upon " a  du rab le  an d  lasting peace," and  
that "W e live in a  period w hen all roads lead  to Communism."

From the holler the Reds put u p  over the possibility of their 
having the A tom ic’ Secret, an d  the charges they hove placed 
aga inst G reat Britian a n d  the United S tates for "Building Bases 
For Agression" it w ould a p p e a r  that R ussia is seeking that 
"du rab le  an d  lasting p eace"  by  threat of aggression  herself. 
It is certain  from the recent developm ents, that she intends to 
win it even  if it m eans the subjugation  of Britian an d  the United 
S tates to the "Suprem e Soviet rule"

It w ould ap p e a r that our lend-lease a id  to Russia during 
the w ar is coming back  in the form of a  taun t bristling with 
m ilitary might..

LONDON CONFERENCE SOON

In W ashington it w as announced  that m ounting Am erican 
dem ands for an  early  p eace  settlem ent in Europe seem  certain 
today  to force a  United States-Russian show dow n in the Big 
Four m inisters' m eeting a t London later this month.

Some authorities believe that if the London conference 
fails to m ake definite progress on a  G erm an peace  treaty  and  
to com plete an  A ustrian settlement, the lost vestige of g reat 
pow er unity as sym bolized in the' conferences of the foreign 
ministers m ay be destroyed.

CONGRESS'DEBATES APPROVAL 
Also in W ashington, Molotov’s talk ab o u t Communism on 

the m arch in the world, spurred C ongress to an  early  dbbcrte 
on approval of q  E uropean Recovery plan. This p lan  takes the 
form of the M arshall Plan.

Molotov's Moscow radio b last a t the United States, in which 
he said  that Russia's struggle for pow er "is just beginning," 
pin-pointed for m any law m akers the ont-Communist color ol 
proposed stop-gap  an d  long-range economic a id  to Europe.
