“And the high soul takes the highway
While the low soul takes the low . . ."”

We are all familiar with the words, "'I'd like to be a Chris-
tian . .. yes, I would . . . but I just can’t seem to pay the price.”
And we recognize the fact that being a Christion does demand
something from each of us. On the other hand, how many there
are who pass up the privileges of the saved and sanctified life on
this plea only to turn around and pay an even greater price, 1. e.,
the high cost of low living.

It costs something to live on the mountaintops but there is a
still greater charge for living on the lower levels. Let us survey
some of the charaateristics of low living and the price tag each
bears.

It is exceedingly expensive to live on the plains of Criticism.
Criticism costs in friendships, achievement, and constructive
thinking. Perhaps the greatest danger of all is that the one who
criticizes others becomes too prone to farsightedness. He is like
the Pharisees who tripped over the beams in their own eyes
while pointing out the mote in a brother's eyel

Prayerlessness is another costly item in low living. ‘A life
lived without prayer is like a boat without a rudder. Many peo-
ple live chaotic, changeable existences. They seek the advice of

Hats off to the vets who have assumed so many of the re-
sponsibilities around our campus ,and who have done so in a
humble Christian spirit that could not be found in any other
than a Christian College. We are thinking especially of our fine,
unique student body president, Abe Bennett; our energetic,
capable Crusader editor, Harry Heighton; the friendly Christian
War Veterans’ commander, Glenn Dayton, and the humble,
though popular Campus Day director, sophomore class presi-
dent, first semester Olympian president, Fred Fowler. These are
only a few of the fellows that deserve bouquets around here but
space would not permit the extolling of each leader and his
worthy deeds.

Evidently the threatening clouds of war are responsible for
the appearance lately of ex-GI's armed with deadly squirt-guns.
They stalk the halllways, crouch in the class rooms when -Prof.
is looking the other way ,or slyly pull a bead on an unwary vic-
tim in chapel, making use of every available opportunity to in-
crease their ability in getting “bulls-eyes.” Or, could it be that
they haven't quite outgrown the grade school prankster stage.

And speaking of the threatening clouds of war reminds us of
the recommended legislation to enact another universal military
training law. While most of us recognize the need of prepared-
ness, yet few of us who have spent time in a military camp are
anxious to do so again, nor do we wish to see others sent there
if there is any other way out. The question of the status of veter-
ans in the proposed draft will be one of the problems to iron out
by the Senate Armed Service Committee. Chairman Gurney
(R-S. D.) feels that the committee will exempt all vets with 90
days’ service or more, and Sen. Maybank (D.- S. C.) said that he
would insist on all vets being exempt from a new draft. Many
vets feel however, that if we should come to blows with Russia,
most of us would be quickly drawn into the conflict since we are
already well trained and in view of the fact that there would not
be time to train enough new recruits.

In spite of Russia’s domineering attitude and aggression, I
personally do not believe they are ready for war, but they have
been putting up a big bluff which quickly deflates when punc-
tured by such measures as our government has taken recently.
So we must be much in prayer that God will lead in these critical
moments. v
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Student body elections are just
around the corner and we are re-
minded once again that the cur-
rent school year is rapidly draw-
ing to a close. We have had the
privilege and opportunity of see-
ing student government function-
ing at close range this year and
we are proud to have been part
of the group that meets every
Wednesday night after prayer
meeting to decide on' various is-
sues that come before us as a stu-
dent council.

We feel that we couldn’t have
been associated with a more alert,
intelligent group of students and
we are sure that those elected to
the various positions for the com-
ing year will be of the same cali-
bre.

We would urge the voters io
weigh carefully the qualifications
of the individual candidates who
will soon be before you with their
various platforms and programs.
These platforms and programs
will, of necessity, be much alike
in ‘their major points, so voting
will be on the basis of personali-
ties, rather than platforms. We
would also urge the candidates to
realize that the positions which
they are siriving for are positions
of responsibility which literally
means “willingness to work” nine-
tenths of the time.

The defeated candidates should
remember that those who win
cannot do the job alone and will
need a tremendous amount of
help during the school year.
