Along With many of you I attended the memorial service for
* Bill Hart. I left the chapel that day with mingled feelings. There
was joy ... at the knowledge that Bill is with Jesus; there was
peace . . .
there was sorrow . . . in the comprehension of our loss. But above
all these come a theme-note which began ringing in my ears that
afternoon and which has continued to resound ever since. That
theme is FAITHFULNESS.

Faculty and students alike spoke.of their high regard for
Bill and the whole. of their remarks formed into one dominamt
witness: HE WAS FAITHFUL.

He was faithful to his Lord. He testified in prayer meeting.
He attended the special prayer meeting in the student council
room. Others were too busy but Bill put aside his other activities
and went. Why? He was faithful to the souls of boys in Chapman
Hall. When the Lord needed a man He could count on Bill Hart!
~ He was faithful to his family. He was thoughtful of his
mother . ... he wrote home . . . he was proud of the family
church.

He was faithful to his work. His. name did not appear on
bench reports as the result of idleness and neglect.

Such men as Bill Hart translate our college motto into some-
thing more than words on the chapel wall. By their faithfulness
to the spirit of N. N. C. they make her message vital and her in-
fluence world-wide.

Someone has said, "God doesn't call anyone to be a big
success; He just asks you to be faithful.” Bill Hart's answer was
YES and we are all richer because of it.
¢  Now Bill has gone home to heaven and we are left behind
until the call comes for us. And when that call does come we,
too, shall be judged by our faithfulness. Some of us will fill
places of large responsibility but most will live ordinary lives.
We will not be asked to die at the stake or to suffer persecution.
Our opportunities for faithfuness to Christ will lie in such ordin-
ary things as prayer meetings, Sunday School, missionary meet-
ings . . . and Christ says: "'Be thou faithful . . .”

In his missionary lectures Brother Wiman emphasized the
thought of victory here for conquest over there. The challenge
for each one of us lies right here at N. N. €.
